Cerner Order: Treponema Total Antibody

*Equivocal: sample should be recollected and retested w/in 1 week
per the Manufacturer

No serologic evidence of syphilis. No
follow-up necessary unless clinically
indicated (eg, early syphilis).

REACTIVE NONREACTIVE

Patient’s history of Second treponemal assay will be performed by reflex:

syphilis unknown. Cerner Order: Syphilis Antibody by TP-PA, Serum-Mayo
(This is a send-out test for confirmation.)

Cerner Order: RPR Titer,
Serum Response to Therapy
test will be performed.
